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President’s Corner

MURA’'s fundraising
campaign to endow MURA'’s $1,000
scholarship and $250 prize in
Gerontology is a continuing success.
We have reached 80 percent of our
$32,000 goal, with the drive
continuing until next year - MURA'’s
25t anniversary year. By then we
hope to have exceeded our goal and
thus be able to increase the value of these awards.

There have been confusing reports recently about
Gerontology at McMaster, the earliest being that McMaster
was eliminating its undergraduate Gerontology program. As
a result, MURA members have been questioning the
continuation of our fundraising campaign.

| wrote to the Dean of Social Sciences and the
Provost on behalf of Council regarding MURA'’s support of
academic awards in Gerontology. | also expressed retirees’
concerns over the reported closure of this program that is
well known and respected well beyond the Hamilton area,
and which takes an important comprehensive approach to
aging in these times of aging populations.

MURA has received assurance from Peter George,
McMaster's President, that the study of Gerontology at
McMaster will remain alive and well. “There has been some
confusion about the transformation of this program. To be
clear, this is neither the closure of the study of gerontology
at McMaster nor the shuttering of a program or department.
The study of Gerontology is not disappearing, but is being
repackaged as a specialization within the degree program
in Health Studies. ....... the student awards (such as those
supported by MURA and others) will continue to be
awarded. | am thankful for MURA’s continued support of
these important awards......”

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PASSING OF A FRIEND AND COLLEAGUE--
SQD/LDR STUART BRUCE WINN

Many of you will have
already heard of the passing of
Stuart Winn or read the “In
Memoriam” to him on MURA’s
website, which gives a link to his
official obituary. This outlines his 15
years with the RAF, serving during
WWII and post-war Europe, and in £
the Middle and Far East. What an @&
illustrious and exciting career he had S{
before he came into our midst at [
McMaster.

Following his appointment at McMaster in 1968,
Stuart became involved with the establishment and operation
of the new M.D. Undergraduate Program under the guidance
of Dr. John Evans and Dr. Fraser Mustard. He was the first
recipient of McMaster’s Distinguished Alumni Service Award,
and was inducted into the McMaster Alumni Gallery in 1984.
Stuart, along with able assistance from Neil Evenden and
their “visionary team” consisting of Bill MacPherson, Charlie
Cooke, Doug Allaby, Dorothy Jacobs, Al Snaith, Les Prince,
Enid Malcolmson and Don Shepherd, was responsible for the
creation of the McMaster University Retirees Association
(MURA). The first version of our Constitution was drawn up
by them in 1984...and the rest is history!

At a meeting of MURA Council on March 11, 2009,
it was a unanimous decision that a $250.00 donation be
made to the MURA Endowed Scholarship and Prize Fund in
gratitude to Stuart Winn for his astuteness in recognizing the
need for aretirees association and his dedication and tenacity
in establishing our McMaster University Retirees Association.

But enough of history and cold hard facts. Those of
us who knew Stuart prefer to remember our personal
exchanges and encounters with him. His enthusiasm and
sense of humour were contagious. Stuart himself probably
didn’t realize what a positive, encouraging and inspiring
influence he had on the lives of the many people he
interacted with. He was truly a fine English gentleman.
Disciplined yet creative; comfortably at home in any
environment; always fastidious and intellectually correct in
any setting. Everyone who knew him has their own comforting
anecdotes to recall from their interactions with him. These
warm recollections sustain us through the grieving process,
giving meaning to the reasons why we are here.

Stuart Bruce Winn — his very Christian name lends
understanding to his strong Loyalist ties. What name more
traditional than Stuart. And whatdid our history lessons teach
us about Bruce and the Spider? Tenacity and
perseverance...truly a life well lived.

CARP (Canada’s Association for the 50Plus)
Memberships available at a 25% discount

One of the perks of belonging to a group such as
CURAC is that collectively the group carries more clout
than each of its single members. Since MURA belongs
to CURAC, MURA members are now eligible for CARP
membership (including subscription to CARP's
"Zoomer" magazine) at a 25% discount from the
advertised fees.

Because of the timing of the signing of this new
agreement, CARP has graciously agreed to extend their
current pricing until May 31, 2009, although their normal
fees will be increasing on April 1, 2009.

Until May 31, CURAC retirees may join CARP for one
year for $14.95 (regularly $19.95) or for three years for
$44.85 (regularly $59.85).

RECOMMENDED:
Check your bank and credit card statements at least monthly
not only for unauthorized vendor charges, but also for
unauthorized institutional charges (EG: credit card balance
insurance).

Check with your financial institution or statements regarding
credit card payment due dates which may change from month
to month. There also may be a delay between "date paid" and
"date processed" which could generate a late payment fee if
your payment is not processed by your due date. Check the
fine print of your agreement to know your rights and
responsibilities. For example, some institutions charge a fee
(EG: $20) if a credit transaction is not approved.
